Welcome to the 2009 School District of Milton Summer School Program! A wide variety of courses and activities are being planned 
for the upcoming summer session in an effort to meet the needs and interests of students in pre-kindergarten through grade 12. 
Summer school provides students, as well as staff, a wonderful opportunity to explore alternative interests, challenge one's abilities, 
and gain additional academic experiences in less than traditional settings. 
 
We invite you to read about the various programs and classes that we will be offering this summer in the Course Information section 
of this booklet, along with the other important pieces of information contained in the following General Information section. Some 
courses may require students to use a computer. In order for your child to have access to computers, he/she will need an Acceptable 
Use Policy (AUP) signed.  If your child should sign up for one of those classes an AUP form will be sent along with your child’s 
schedule. That form needs to be signed and returned prior to the start of class. For your convenience, courses are listed by school 
building throughout the booklet and on the final page. 
 

Register early - No later than March 23 
 

I. General Information 
A. Registration - The registration form for summer school is located in the back of this booklet. Additional registration forms are 

located at all school offices. Please pull out the registration form, fill in the necessary information and return to the Milton 
Summer School Program, PO Box 476, Milton, WI 53563, no later than March 23. You will need to fill out a separate form for 
each child. Make sure the information on the registration form matches the information at your child’s school. We will 
admit students to classes on a first come, first serve basis so you are encouraged to register early. Registration forms received 
after this date will not be accepted. No classes will be scheduled until all information is complete. There will be no late 
registration available with the exception of Academic Make-up and High School courses. 

 
 
B.   Each enrichment course will require a $4.00 nonrefundable fee to cover the expenses of supplies. If you register your child for 

two enrichment classes your total will be $8.00. Please send the money in with your registration booklet; checks are payable to 
“School District of Milton.” For some courses, an additional charge is assessed to offset material costs. All additional fees are 
noted in the course descriptions and are also due at the time of registration. All fees can be included on one check payable to 
“School District of Milton.” 

 
                                      
C.   Students should register for courses with regards to the grade level they will enter in the fall of 2009. 
 
 
D.   Times, Dates, and Locations - Classes planned for the 2009 summer school will be located at Milton West Elementary, 

Northside Intermediate School, Milton Middle School, and Milton High School. There will be a shuttle bus available to transport 
students who must change schools between sessions. Tentative class locations are indicated next to the course listings as well as 
on the last page of this booklet. 
Classes will begin on Monday, June 15, and conclude Friday, July 10, with the exception of high school credit courses and 
other (grades 4-8) academic make-up classes, which will conclude Friday, July 24.   
 

Class times for most Enrichment, Remedial, and Academic Make-up courses are as follows: 
Session I: 8:15 AM - 9:45 AM 

Session II: 10:00 AM - 11:30 AM 
 

E. Other Fees 
Residents: There are some courses that may require fees to cover field trips and/or special materials. These charges are noted in 
the course description and payment will be due at the time of registration. 
Non-Resident: Students who are not residents of the School District of Milton are welcome to enroll in summer school. Non-
residents should note that a tuition fee of $20.00 for each enrichment class would be charged. Classes taken for credit will cost 
$100.00 per class. The $4.00 fee per enrichment course will also be assessed. 

 
 
 
 



 
F.    Regulations - Attendance needs to be regular. Family trips planned during Summer School place your child and perhaps other 

classmates and the teacher at a disadvantage. If, however, you anticipate an absence, please contact your child's summer school 
building office(s) with that information.

G. Visitors: Allowing friends and visiting relatives to accompany students to summer school classes has posed a variety of 
difficult situations. We cannot ensure a safe environment when we lack adequate emergency information on guests, nor 
can we provide appropriate supervision for the extra students. We request that students not bring visitors to summer school.   

 
 
H. Course Selection - It is important that your child select alternate courses in addition to their first choices. Some courses and/or 

sections may be cancelled or closed due to under enrollment. Only students who have received a letter of recommendation 
may register for remedial courses. 

 
 
I.   Course Confirmation - You will be receiving a letter and class schedule noting the child's classes, school, room number, and 

instructor's name for the first day of summer school. Class schedules will be mailed out around the first of June.

II. Course Information 

 

A. Remedial Courses

recommendation. Parents should have received this recommendation prior to receiving this booklet. 
 
If you feel your child is in need of remedial course instruction this summer but have not received a letter stating so, please contact 
your child's teacher. It is equally important to note that if you have received a letter of recommendation, it is still your responsibility to 
register your child.

B. Six Week Courses (Grades 4 – 12) 
 
1. Academic Make-up Courses 
The 4-6 and 7-8 academic makeup courses will run for six weeks beginning on Monday, June 15, and concluding on Friday, July 24. 
These classes will run from 8:15 a.m. to 9:45 a.m. for Session I and 10:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. for Session II. Academic make-up 
courses for grades 4-6 are located at Northside Intermediate School. Academic make-up courses for grades 7-8 are located at Milton 
High School. Students recommended for or required to take Academic Make-Up courses will be notified late in May/early in 
June by the child's school office.  
 

2. High School Courses 
High School courses for credit will run for six weeks beginning June 15 and ending July 24. Please note that Biology, Earth Science, 
Physical Science, Algebra, Geometry, Secondary Math, English, and U.S. History are being initially offered for one-half credit, while 
Competency Math and Algebra IA are offered strictly as a make-up. Enrollments in high school courses will dictate whether or not 
the class will be scheduled.
